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Be Careful What You Ask For

Recently our K-9 team hosted a seminar.  One of 
the required props was a scent box.  This was on 
my To Do list from day one but for some reason it 
was not done.   
 
The day before the seminar, when reviewing my 
list, the light bulb finally went on and I realized it 
was not done.  In a blind panic, I started calling 
freight companies looking for a large wooden box 
we could buy.   
 

I found plenty of boxes, but none large enough to 
hide a person.  Next I asked the same folks if they 
could build one for us -- in a hurry of course!  I 
was lucky to find a family owned lumber and 
pallet company that was willing to make the box 
at a reasonable price.   
 

When we were discussing the dimensions of the 
box, the woman taking the order asked for what I 
was using the box.  Without thinking, I said I need 
it to hide a person.  There was a moment of silence 
followed by “Is it illegal to put a body in a box?”

TEXAS AREA SEARCH TESTING 

 
On May 23, 2009, the first Area Search 
certification test was given.  Pictured below are 
some wannabes. 
 

Only in Texas do the cows gather at the staging 
area…and some people complain their Point Last 
Seen (PLS) is contaminated if a couple of people 
walk through it! 
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In Worcestershire, England, 
Police received a 999 
emergency call suggesting a 
potential murder.

It was 
accompanied by the sounds of

Their 14-month-old golden retriever, Bailey, had 
grabbed the portable phone in his mouth and ran 
into the garden.

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Bailey was pursued by his owners and disappeared 
behind the garden shed.  As the dog attempted to 
keep his hold on the phone, he managed to dial 
999 just as "Dad" was shouting at him to come out 
from behind the shed.

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Reported incidents stemming from 
spot-on flea and tick treatments 
have increased, according to the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA).  The EPA regulates topical pet treatments.  
As a result of the 53% increase, the EPA is 
intensifying an evaluator of the spot on-products. 
 
Incidents reported to the EPA range from skin 
irritation to seizures and sometimes death.   
 
Spot-on treatments generally kill fleas and ticks by 
affecting their nervous systems.  Some products 
contain chemical that keep flea eggs from 
developing.  Veterinarians consider spot-on 
medication more effective than other treatments 
such as shampoos and sprays.   
 
Manufacturers stress that their treatments are safe 
only for the pet profile listed on the box.    One 
misuse often seen by veterinarians is dog’s 
treatments being applied to cats.  Also animals 
which are pregnant, heavily flea infested or have 
an illness may be more susceptible to side effects.  
Owners of animals in these groups should consult 
a veterinarian before applying flea treatment.   
 
Manufacturers are required by law to pass on 
reported incidents to the EPA.  They are also 
required to submit safety and efficacy studies of 
their flea and tick products before they go on the 
market.   
 
The EPA says that safety standards are the same 
for brands sold at pet retailers i.e. Hartz and Bio-
Spot, as they are for those sold in veterinarian’s 
offices such as Frontline and Advantage. 

 
Owners whose pets experience unusual reactions 
following a spot-on treatment should wash the 
animal with soap, unless the product label 
specifies otherwise.  Then they should 
immediately contact a veterinarian.  The owner 
should also contact the manufacturer via the 
number on the product label.  Save the box as 
manufacturers may require information from it.

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has 
approved the first drug made to specifically treat 
cancer in dogs.   
 
Canine cutaneous mast cell tumors are the type of 
cancer targeted by the new drug, Palladia.  This 
cancer accounts for about one in five cases of 
canine skin tumors. 
 
Palladia is a tyrosine kinase inhibitor that works 
by killing tumor cells and cutting off the blood 
supply to the tumor.  Common side effects include 
diarrhea, decrease of loss of appetite, lameness, 
weight loss and blood in the 
stool. 
 
“At the completion of a 
Palladia clinical study, 
approximately 60 percent of 
dogs had their tumor 
disappear, shrink or stop 
growing,” said Dr. Cheryl London of Ohio State 
University’s College of Veterinary Medicine in a 
statement in the Los Angeles Times.  Dr. London 
worked with Pfizer Animal Health, Inc., in the 
development of the drug. 
 
Until now, all cancer drugs used in veterinary 
medicine were developed for use in humans and 
were not specifically approved for animals.  
Federal law allows veterinarians to administer 
cancer medicines and other human treatments 
under controlled circumstances.

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Cynthia "Cindy" Economou, a 
former St. Lucie County, Florida, 
firefighter who admitted to 

taking a man's severed foot from an I-95 crash 
scene last year was sentenced to six months 
probation.  At the sentencing on May 29th, the 
judge withheld adjudication so the 38-year-old 
was not formally convicted of the charge of 
misdemeanor theft. 
 
Economou told the Florida Highway Patrol after 
the Sept. 19, 2008, crash that she took the 
remains to help train her Human Remains 
Detection dog.  There is no law specifically 
dealing with the theft of a body part.  Therefore 
she was charged with a misdemeanor because 
authorities could not determine a monetary value 
for the foot. 
 
Economou has resigned from the St. Lucie 
County Fire District.

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A Kentucky judge sentenced David Poppiti 
to a total of 25 years for wanton murder 
and fleeing or evading police.  Poppiti 
rammed Deputy Sean Pursifull's cruiser 
during a chase, killing him and his police 

K-9 King.   
 
On January 10, 2008, Poppiti left a gas station 
without paying and led Kentucky state troopers 
on a high speed chase.  Deputy Pursifull and K-9 
King were sitting on the side of the road waiting 
to assist in the chase when Poppiti rammed their 
cruiser.  Deputy Pursifull and King were killed 
by the stolen vehicle, estimated to be traveling at 
over 100 mph when it left the highway. 

The other teenager riding with Poppiti during the 
January 2008 police chase was 17 year old Eric 
Gerren.  He testified during Poppiti's May trial 
that he tried to stop Poppiti during the chase. 
 Juvenile court officials say his case has been 
resolved and he has served his sentence 
. 
David Poppiti has already served more than 500 
days in jail, but it will probably be at least 20 
years before he is eligible for parole.  
 
K-9 King is buried beside his partner, Deputy 
Sean Pursifull.

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How do you create a wildlife garden and keep 
your dog(s) from damaging it?  Here are some 
suggestions from landscape designers: 
 

�  Raised beds.  Most dogs 
see the elevated beds as a 
wall. 

�  Mulched or grass 
pathways.  These will 
guide dogs away from 
the flowers. 

�  An arbor for vines.  This will keep plants 
out of the way and direct dog’s 
movements. 

�  Clear yard borders.  Dogs like to patrol 
boarders and will trample bushes in their 
path. 

�  Sturdy plants.  Native viburnums are 
hardy hedges that provide berries for 
birds and can withstand canines.  Look 
for strong ground covers such as 
speedwell that can tolerate foot traffic. 

�  Tough Perennials.  Coneflowers and 
liatris are some suggestions.   

�  Deer resistant plants* also work well. 
�  Juniper and other evergreens are disliked 

by dogs.  Wildlife love juniper for winter 
cover, nest sites and food. 
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�  Thorny plants deter dogs. 
�  Weak stemmed plants will be 

trampled unless staked for 
protection. 

�  Use large, round rock (cobble) to keep 
dogs away from delicate plants.  The rock 
is awkward for dogs to walk on…which 
may not work for SAR dogs who are 
taught to walk on all types of surfaces. 

 
Plant selection should also include being sure that 
certain foliage is not poisonous to dogs.  As 
nurseries rarely have this information, check the 
American Society for Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals (ASPCA) database of toxic plants online 
at www.aspca.org/toxicplants.

* Deer resistant plants are holly, ferns, boxwood, 
ornamental grasses, foxglove, salvia, Russian 
sage, daffodils, poppies, lavender, peonies, 
barberry and herbs like thyme and oregano.  Some 
of these may be toxic to dogs so be sure to check 
before planting.

Training the Disaster Search Dog

About the Author: 
 Shirley Hammond is well known for her 
expertise in training disaster dog teams.  Shirley 
participates in a FEMA Task Force and has helped 
to develop disaster standards and testing 
techniques both nationally and internationally.  
She currently works Human Remains Detection 
dogs locating historical gravesites.  Ms. Hammond 
responded to the Mexico City Earthquake in 1985, 
the Murrah Building bombing in Oklahoma City 
in 1995, and the World Trade Center on 
September 11, 2001. 

Brief Overview: 
 This book provides a detailed account of 
how to select, train and prepare a dog for testing 
and eventual deployment as a disaster search dog.  
It aptly explains how to prepare the dog to 
confidently, efficiently and effectively search 
rubble for missing persons.   

A training pyramid begins with the Basic 
Layer (basic obedience, training the alert 
behaviors, how to do disaster run-aways, 
introducing the alert barrel and introducing the 
remote training box).  The second layer describes 
the agility skills, direction and control exercises; 
and beginning search problems.  The final layer 
introduces multiple victims to the training regime 
to prepare the dog team for evaluation. 
 Photographs help the reader to understand 
the target behaviors which are described in a clear 
and concise manner.  The exercises are explained 
in detail allowing the handler to get a clear grasp 
of the training concepts and to advance in specific 
step-by-step methods gradually increasing the 
difficulty of the exercises.  Diagrams help to 
clarify exercises and are very easily understood.  
Brief summaries allow the reader to share the 
experiences of the Oklahoma and New York 
searches.  The author includes the FEMA building 
markings (which are used to identify buildings 
searched, hazardous materials and findings inside, 
etc.) and fitness tips for disaster dogs as well as in-
depth instructions on how to construct a bark box.  
The detailed index allows for easy reference. 
 Training the Disaster Search Dog is an 
excellent book, well written and a must-have for 
all handlers contemplating or training a disaster 
dog.  Although it is targeted to the disaster dog 
handler, I highly recommend this book for all 
search and rescue disciplines, including land 
human remains detection, wilderness air scent and 
trailing.  The obedience, agility, fitness, and 
general handling tips apply to many scenarios 
other than disaster.  A must have on your SAR 
bookshelf for all SAR dog handlers.  Good job 
Shirley.

Leaps and Bounds 
 
When it comes to training a skill, like so many 
other handlers, I take the conservative route.  I'd 
rather delay training a behavior until I know I 
can manipulate the environment and get that �
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 meaningful reward timed just right.  It's a 
philosophical choice but I am someone who 
hates trying to "undo" a behavior.  
 
I know many new handlers get frustrated with 
the waiting and the patience especially when 
they see their dog doing what they think is 
"perfect" behavior.  I struggle with different 
ways to try to explain why do I take this 
position, why do I prefer stalling to jumping in 
and working on a behavior the moment I identify 
it's something of importance. 
 

Age of the dog is one reason I 
cite.  It still amazes me how 
every individual dog has his or 
her own moment of maturity.  
What is always fun is when a 
handler who thinks they're 
over the hump suddenly 
realizes their dog "turned 
another corner" beyond what 
anyone was expecting.  I love 
these opportunities and love 

watching the dog leap in skill when they happen 
but you can't push or force this. 
 
Another reason is that, if I can create that 
"learning moment", the dog (especially a border 
collie) will fully "get it" in that one shot if I can 
create that setting and situation where the dog is 
actually thinking about what I think he's 
thinking.  And, if in that moment, I do deliver 
the reward at the instant that the dog is expecting 
the consequence and, if that reward perfectly fits 
what the dog is hoping for, then in that moment, 
the dog will never forget the lesson.  So rather 
than muddle through shaping behaviors and 
refining, I like to 
create that big 
moment. 

 
Finally, I try to explain (but never seem to get 
through) that it's not the handler that's doing the 
training anyway.  It's the helper.  Using and 
reusing mediocre helpers makes it tough to teach 
new behaviors but is fine for keeping trained 
dogs in shape.  Despite the dog's innate and 
unyielding desire to please the handler, it's the 
helper that is the incentive.  If the helper has the 
correct presence, the dog will respond 
beautifully. 
 
And so for me, I wait to teach any new skill or 
behavior until I find that helper whose presence 
is right for the task at hand.  A great helper has 
not only timing but can change personalities and 
can read what the dog needs. 
 
Maybe it is an oxymoron but I prefer teaching in 
leaps and bounds and that just takes a long time 
to do.
