Norma Snelling, President, started the meeting by
thanking all the board members, committee chairs
and members for all their efforts and hard work
over the past year.

Sherry Scruggs reported that she had

received the hard copies of the election

ballots from Art Wolff, Election

verified and Larry Welker had a majority of the
votes for Region 2.

Cameron Daggett reported that as of April 30,
2009, total assets were $37,676.93.

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Poisoning Alert

Many home improvement
stores are selling a
houseplant that can cause
serious poisoning in pets
and children. The plant is
called the Sago Palm or
Cycad. ltis also referred to
as The Oldest Known
Plant. Itis used in outdoor
landscaping in Southern
States but can only survive
as a houseplant in the
North. All of this plant, including the red seeds
and root ball, are toxic.

A chemical in the plant called cycasin is toxic
and often causes permanent liver damage as wel

as neurological damage if enough of the poison \( (=

is absorbed by the body. The seeds are the most
poisonous part of the plant and the effects on
humans are seizures, coma and death.

Signs of iliness first appear about 12 hours after
ingestion and include gastrointestinal signs such
as vomiting, diarrhea and lethargy. The toxins in
the plant lead to severe liver failure with
progressive weakness, jaundice, bruising and
bleeding and other signs of liver failure that lead
to death.

It is estimated that 75-80% of animals ingesting
this plant will die in spite of aggressive medical

treatment. If you have one of these plants in
your home, be sure to keep it away from pets and
children, preferably by disposing of it safely in a

covered trash can or finding it a home with

someone who does not have pets or young
children in the household.

ICE WATER SERIOUS
PROBLEM FOR K-9S

Giving ice water to a hot dog can cause violent
muscle spasms in the stomach which will then
result in bloating.

Think about it this way. If a person falls into a
frozen lake, what happens to their muscles?
They contract and spasm. Consider that and
compare it to a dog's stomach.

CANADIAN SAR TEAMS
SUSPEND SERVICE

due to insurance issue

According to CBC News on June 15, 2009, three
search and rescue teams suspended service after
a lawsuit was launched by a man whose wife
died when the couple got lost in the backcountry
near the Kicking Horse Resort in British
Columbia, Canada.
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The suspension was linked to a lawsuit filed last
month by Gilles Blackburn against the Golden
and District Search and Rescue Association
following the death of his wife, Marie-Josée
Fortin. Blackburn and Fortin were backcountry
skiing near Golden, B.C. in February when they
got lost. Fortin died of hypothermia after seven
days in the mountains and it wasn't until two
days after that Blackburn was found by the
Golden search team.

Kyle Hale, a member of Golden Search and

Rescue, said volunteers routinely risk their lives

to save others — yet may still be sued for doing
it. SAR leaders in the province say they have
been warning the B.C. government for years of
the need for better liability insurance. Golden

has proper insurance coverage but has withdrawn
its services because so many others in the
province don't have it.

"While it is truly tragic that Ms. Fortin lost her
life, it is NOT the fault of SAR personnel that she
and her husband were violating the boundaries,
thereby putting themselves in an unsafe
situation.

All members of SAR are to be highly commended
for their unselfish dedication to saving those
people who are stupid (or macho) enough to get
themselves into situations thpgopardize their
own lives as well as the lives of SAR volunteers.

A counter-suit should be filed charging Mr.

Blackburn for the cost of the rescue. He is
jeopardizing a countless number of people who
may not be found safe because the SAR
volunteers may not be there to conduct the
search.

As past administrator of Hug-A-Tree and Survive
(a survival education program developed as a
direct result of the death of our nine-year old
son, Jimmy) we are grateful beyond words for
the sincere dedication of all SAR personnel

Canada has embraced the program and helped
save countless lives by educating children
through this program.”

The RCMP has already admitted, publicly, they
failed in properly handling the initiation of a cal |
for SAR resources.

On Friday June 26 200
my canine partner Boomer -
air scent border collie — used
one of his nine lives. I'm
recounting this cautionary tal
with the hope that no one else wi
repeat my mistakes

After two days of heavy
rain and thunderstorms, the sun
pierced the clouds and | decided to take a walk
on the Monkey Run trail owned by Cornell
University. The property is split by Fall Creek.
| have often visited the more popular north
segment where some of the trails border the
steep ravine going down to the creek. Although
the ravine is steep, dogs (including Boomer) can
run up and down the incline.

| decided to visit the south half of
Monkey Run which does not have a bridge
connection to the north half, and therefore is
accessed from a completely different road. |
parked in the deserted lot, planning to hike the
trails for about an hour. The trails were well
maintained though muddy from the rain, the
trees tall and beautiful, and the birds chirping
happily. What a relaxing jaunt.

The trail ended at Fall Creek downstream
from the trails | was familiar with on the
opposite side, and led to the top of a steep bank.
Before | realized what was happening, my dog
peeked over. Seconds later, | saw his butt
disappear over the edge.
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The bank was wet, slippery, and possibly
unstable due to the rain. | lay down on my
stomach and peered over the edge hoping there
was a ledge and that Boomer hadn’t gone do.
to the bottom. Instead, | saw
him swimming out of the
rain-swollen creek (which is
more like a small river in
size). | found out the next day
via Terrain Navigator that the
fall was 99 feet.

There’s no way to tell
a scared dog to wait at the
bottom while you walk one quarter mile
upstream to a safe place to descend and lead him
to safety. Miraculously he seemed uninjured,
but he immediately started climbing up.

| knew that he couldn’t reach the top,
because the bank is overhung. Boomer managed
to ascend about 75 feet before digging into the
gravel to make a ledge. Because the cliff is
scoured from glacial deposits, it is made up of
sand and gravel, not ledge rock.

| knew that we couldn’t get out of this
without help, so I called 911 from my cell phone.

| didn’t dare leave my dog to walk to the
trailhead, so | had to explain my location to the
911 dispatcher and fire chief. They were great,
but neither was familiar with the area and neither
was savvy with directions. Fighting panic and
fear, | had to give a very detailed description of
trails | had seen once, remembering every turn
and landmark that hadn’'t seemed important on
the way out. Without my GPS, | couldn’t give
my exact location. If | had my whistle, they
might have heard me from the trailhead.

After thirty minutes, the Varna Fire
Department arrived. One of them followed the
bank upstream and picked his
way down a less steep area,
then walked downstream to
Boomer. He called and called
but Boomer wouldn’t move.
The firefighter climbed back
up, and helped me descend.
Since there were plenty of
rescuers watching my dog, |
didn’t mind leaving him out of my sight.

| wished I'd worn boots
instead of sneakers because |
had to slide down the slope on
my butt. When | reached the
spot below Boomer and called
him, herefused to come down.
And no wonder; it looked even steeper from the
bottom.

| climbed back out of the gorge with the
help of the rescuer who had climbed down with
me and we discussed our options. Although two
of the people in the Fire Department had basic
rope skills, they wanted to avoid rappelling down
if possible. They did not have a rescue harness
for a dog and weren't sure if their ropes were
rated for this application. Even though there is a
county rope rescue unit, they would not deploy
for a dog. Even if they would deploy for a dog,
they were already deployed several miles
downstream on a body recovery incident.

One of the rescuers asked me if it was
OK to get a loop over Boomer’'s neck and haul
him up to safety. Even though | was worried
that he would choke, there was only about an
hour of daylight left.

The rescuer tied himself to a tree, and
leaned over the cliff with his noose. He tried for
thirty minutes before he lassoed Boomer, just as
the two men with rope skills began preparing to
rappel down.

They hauled Boomer up in seconds, and
he came up wagging, wiggling, and with doggy
kisses for all! He was covered in mud and
very thirsty but otherwise unscathed. Just
to be sure Boomer was OK, | restricted his
activity for several days.

| made three mistakes:

MISTAKE #1: | didn’t look at a topo map
of the area beforehand.

MISTAKE #2: | didn’t bring my pack
with minimum equipment like my GPS
and a whistle.

MISTAKE #3: | was wearing sneakers.

So remember on your next stroll: check
the map, bring basic safety supplies, and wear
your boots. And leash your dog near any cliffs.
| am lucky that my dog survived unscathed.

If you have ever wished for the skills to manage
volunteers or wanted to be able to handle the
politics that come with every organization, |
strongly recommend that every SAR person read
this book!!!

NEW HEAT ALARM SYSTEM FOR
K-9 PATROL VEHICLES

Heat in a patrol unit can
be deadly for a K-9,
especially in the southern
and southwestern states.
According to Blue Force
Dynamics, inventors of
the Ocu-Alert K-9 detection and alarm system,
an enclosed vehicle’s inside
temperature can rise to 110° on an 85°
day in just 20 minutes and to 123° in

only 45 minutes

To protect K-9s left in patrol units, there are
systems that have “hot-and-pop” features that
open the doors and sound alarms if there’s a
dangerous temperature change.
offer only localized notification through alarms
or pagers. They activate when the vehicle is
started but can’t detect if the dog is in the @uis
Some older systems require manual activation
and deactivation, leaving the potential for
mistakes. \

Brian Shackelford and Justin Meyers at Blue
Force Dynamics realized that there was a need
for a product to automatically detect the presence
of a K-9 and to warn dispatch in case of a
problem. Meyers is a current officer and former
electronics engineer and Shackelford as a long-
time K-9 handler at the Glendale (Ariz.) Police
Department. . Their solution is the Ocu-Alert K-
9 detection and alarm system.

A two-ply rubberized mat with sensors
sandwiched between its layers replaces the
standard mat found in K-9 enclosures. The mat

These systems temperature rises, the sa

can detect a dog exerting as little as 3—4 Ibs. of
pressure. Once detected, the system monitors
exterior ambient temperature and bypasses the
ignition to keep the vehicle running with the A/C
on if temperatures rise above a pre-set level. The
ignition key can be removed and the car will
continue to run.

If temperature inside the vehicle exceeds
approximately 90° F and a dog is detected, the
system will react:

If the vehicle isn’'t on and the mat sensor
is activated, an internal warning tone will
sound in the vehicle for two minutes while
the system powers up the in-car radio.

If the situation isn’t rectified in those two
minutes, an external siren that is separate
from the normal siren box sounds for
another two minutes.

If nothing changes, the system activates
the emergency button on the radio
console, thereby notifying dispatch of an
emergency with the officer, K-9 and/or
vehicle.

If the officer leaves 4
running car and the interio

warnings and e-butto
activation occur regardles
of whether or not the car i
running.

Because it's a standalon
product, the Ocu-Alert
system can be integrated into vehicles that have
older heat sensing systems. At a cost of
approximately $800-900, depending on mat size,
the system could effectively update older K-9

monitoring systems at a reasonable cost. The
cost includes the mat, necessary wiring and a
two-year warranty. The mat itself has a warranty
for at least 3 million activations. The Ocu-Alert

has been successfully installed in the usual K-9
patrol vehicles, including Tahoes, Expeditions

and Crown Victorias, and is currently available

for purchase.
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The Ocu-Alert is currently
being evaluated by Peoria
(Ariz.) PD Officer Aaron
Brewer in his department-
issued Ford Expedition. A
seven-year veteran, Brewer
has a two-year-old Belgian
Malinois named Havoc, who
is dual trained for narcotics
and patrol.

In June of this year, scientists in California
revealed that they cloned a dog said to have
helped with search-and-rescue after the New
York terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001.
Five German shepherd puppies cloned from a
dog named Trakr have been delivered to owner
James Symington, a former police officer in

Halifax, Nova Scotia, who now lives in Los

Angeles.

Before Trakr died in April at age 16, Symington
entered a contest sponsored by the California
company BioArts International that offered to
clone a pet dog for free.

Symington said he took Trakr to New York after
the World Trade Center collapsed and said Trakr
helped find one woman who was still alive.
Symington was briefly in hot water for working
at the Trade Center while he was supposed to be
on medical leave.

TN Commercial Breeders Act

The Tennessee Commercial Breeder Act (H.B.
386/S.B.258) passed both chambers by wide
margins. The Act requires large scale

commercial breeding operations with more than
twenty unsterilized female dogs maintained for

breeding purposes to acquire a license from the
Department of Health; establishes inspections as
a prerequisite for licensure; and requires humane
care standards for dogs and cats. The bill also
requires commercial breeding operations to

comply with state sales tax requirements and
holds commercial breeders accountable to
consumers by forcing adherence to the

Consumer Protection Act.

According to the Humane Society of the United
States, the new legislation will crack down on
the worst abuses at large-scale puppy mills, and
will not affect responsible breeders who already
raise dogs humanely. Tennessee currently has
no statewide law to regulate puppy mills.

In 2008, the NSDA ran a survey to find out what
was important to K-9 handlers. The following
were the top four considerations:

Creating Standards
Creating Education
Developing Seminars
Developing Research

Standards are in varying stages of completeness
and all are being worked on. Avalanche is
totally completed and the formatted version is on
the NSDA website. Area is in the process of
being formatted like Avalanche so all standards
will be consistent in look and verbiage. Land
HRD Betas have been completed and the results
sent to the Board for review. Water HRD has
been written, reviewed by the Board and sent
back to Committee. Trailing and Disaster are
also in the process.

Education accompanies standards; one cannot
work effectively without the other. E-training is
being developed for the NSDA website to

provide ease of study, especially for those who
do not have access to steady training.

Seminars take a great deal of time to plan and
put on so it was decided to concentrate on
standards and certifications in 2009. Affordable
seminars are planned in 2010. The teaching
topics will be limited as will the class size. An
effort will be made to have instructors that are
not local in order to expose handlers to different
ways of teaching. Also plans are to have
regional seminars rather than one massive
national one. This would facilitate travel and
keep costs down for participants.

At this point in NSDA’s development, research
into new and different projects is not being
pursued. Once the top three items are in use,
research can begin.

NSDA has had an excellent beginning and, with
all the Alliance member’s backing, will continue
to grow and progress as theice of K-9 search
and rescue
