American forces had fought aggression in Korea,
the 83rd Congress, at the urging of the veterans
service organizations, amended the Act of 1938
by striking out the word "Armistice” and
inserting in its place the word "Veterans." With
the approval of this legislation (Public Law 380)

All handlers ought to keep unflavored Metamucil
on hand and a dose in their backpacks.
Metamucil is used to give first aid to a dog who
swallows something sharp or otherwise can
damage their intestines as it passes through.

If you want to be sure the dog will eat it, carry a
packet of beef or chicken bullion granules such
as those made by Herb Ox.

To use the Metamucil, mix it with water and feed
it to the dog immediately after the dog eats
something dangerous.

INSURANCE

The never-ending
discussion continues
regarding the need
for search and rescue groups to have liability
insurance. In Canada it has reached epic
proportions.

Search-and-rescue groups want the federal
government to help pay for liability and accident
insurance for their volunteers or risk having them
quit or emergency services withdrawn

The Search and Rescue Association of Canada
has requested a meeting with Public Safety
Minister Peter Van Loan to ask for $400,000
annually. Harry Blackmore, the Association's
president, said the insurance would cover
approximately 12,000 volunteers from 338
ground search-and-rescue teams across Canada.

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Personnel are starting to leave
SAR teams due to the concern
about being sued. As reported
in a previous newsletter, a
search society in Golden,
British Columbia, suspended
operations when it was sued by
a Quebec man whose wife had
died while backcountry skiing. As a result, the
British Columbia government became the first
province to offer liability insurance to its non-
paid professional search and rescue teams.

In October, a group in Nova

Nova Scotia ¢ Canada

Scotia warned it may be forced to
withdraw emergency services if
it can't get better insurance
protection.  The Nova Scotia
Ground Search and Rescue
Association has given the
government two weeks to

respond.

In Alberta, members of the
Search and Rescue
Association of Alberta are
growing increasingly
frustrated at the provincial
government's lack of dialog
regarding their request for

liability and accident Alberta * Canada

insurance. A government
official said the request is being considered but
could not say if a decision will be made before

spring.

A spokeswoman for the federal National Search
and Rescue Secretariat said that Ottawa pays for
insurance for civilian groups involved in air and
sea searches. Groups involved in ground and
inland waterway searches fall within the
jurisdiction of the provinces and territories.

Ground teams want the same arrangement as
those involved in sea and air searches. That
would include having Ottawa cover operational
and administrative costs, including accident and
liability insurance for volunteers, their teams and
directors.

According to a National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) report,
an ineffective incident management system and
insufficient tactics and training contributed to the
Line Of Duty Deaths of two Boston firefighters.
They died in a restaurant fire in 2007.

Investigators also listed an insufficient
occupational safety and health program,
insufficient incident management training and
requirements and ineffective communications as
other key contributing factors in the fatalities.

Firefighters Paul Cahill, 55, and Warren Payne,
52, died while conducting an interior attack to
locate, confine and extinguish a fire located in
the cockloft of the restaurant in August 2007.

Upon reviewing the Boston Fire Department's
Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) following
the deaths, NIOSH investigators say the
protocols did not effectively cover areas such as
risk management, competency in fireground
operations, fitness for duty and training.

While Boston had an SOP that covered the
implementation of the incident management
system (IMS), it was not followed, according to
the report.

Dog fear

I have always enjoyed meeting people who are
afraid of dogs and liked helping them to conquer
their fear. Perhaps it's slightly sadistic to
confront an issue which is so deep seated in the
human psyche but | have met so many people
walking down the street who react with such
violence and sheer terror when they see a dog
that | always wonder how they got that far along
in life without this having ever happened before.

My favorite break through comes when | meet
someone who, instead of jumping into the bushes
at the sight of me walking with my dog,
approaches and lets me know they are terrified
but would like to pet the dog anyways. That
moment when the person can stand up and try
something that terrifies them is really something
special.

It happens with children as well and | always
encourage the dog to lie down. Then I instruct
the children to pet him on the back instead of the
head. Children seem to conquer the fear much
faster than adults do.

So for me it's a special thing when my co-worker
told me that all this time she's been horribly
afraid of dogs. She said she still is but not my
dog. She thinks my dog is somehow special
since he's trained.

When | traveled to Switzerland (and Germany
and Holland), | was amazed at how differently
people treat dogs. In those countries the dogs are
not treated like children. They are not dressed
up. People do not stop on the street to talk to

you about the dog. In fact the dogs there are
almost invisible. They are not regarded at all.

One of my companions brought her dog into a
shopping mall, upstairs, and into the restaurant
with us, very much like an assistance dog. She
told the 100 Ib German Shepard to
plotz (down) and bleib (stay).
That was it. The dog became
invisible to us, to the other patrons
of the cafe, and to the wait staff.

Not one other person in the restaurant had a dog,
but no one was afraid. No one talked to the dog.
No one tried to pet him. No one even tried to
talk to us about the dog. Like I said, the dog was
invisible.

If only we could spread the word that dog
training is not difficult, is not special, and that it
helps make dogs more invisible in society,
maybe we could dream of one day having our
dogs with us in the cafe inside the mall.
